Tho People's pa rty  congressional con­
vention In tho  C ircuit cou rt room Inst 
evening w as called to  order by John 
Burrows. A lexander F yfe read tho  call 
and called upon Win. F. T ea  to preside 
as tem porary chairm an. IV. C. W'llll- 
han  w as chosen tem porary secretary. 
A committee on credentials, consisting 
of a member from each county, was np- 

-po in tcd—Isaac F. Austin for Allegan, 
David Ilortsch for O ttaw a, J .  A. Lemon 
for K ent a n d  J o h n ' C. Blanchard for 
Ionia.

On motion of Edw ard H utch ins of Al­
legan a  commlitoo on  organisation
appointed, consisting of Lym an W. F.hlo 
of Allegan, Jo h n  Roost of O ttaw a, John  
Burrows of K en t and Jo h n  C. B lanch­
ard  of-dohla. - 

A recess of ten  m inutes, which was 
extended to  au -hour, was taken  to  al­
low the  committees to  form ulate the ir 
report,

Tho committee on  credentials reported 
127 delegates p resen t and en titled  to  
participa te  In tho  convention:

Tho com m ittee on  organization re­
ported in favor of m aking  tho  tempo­
rary  officers perm anent; th a t  tho  order 
of business bo: F irst, report of commit­
tee  on resolutions; second, nom ination 
of a  candidate; th ird , appointm ent of a 
congressional committee.

Tho committee on resolutions w as ap­
pointed consisting of Jo h n  Roost and 
D. C. W achs of O ttaw a; Geo. Thomas 
and F ra n k  D eR ar of K ent; E dw ard  
H utchins and  B. C. P alm er of Allegan, 
and  John  C. B lanchard  of Ionia, who 
recommended A ttorney G eneral Ellis as 
th e  o the r member for Ionia, bu t upon 
suggestion of Jo h n  Burrows of K ent it 
w as decided th a t  Mr. E llis having no 
credentials was Ineligible.

T he committee on  platform s reported 
th e  following resolutions:

Resolved, T h a t wo endorse tho  p la t­
form of tho  People's party  a s  adopted at 
C incinnati May 1», 1891, except so much 
thereof as proposes to  loan money upon 
non-perishable products as indicated in 
tho  “ sub-treasury plan”  and  further 

Resolved, T h a t as e igh t hours a  day 
constitu tes a  day 's work for government 
employes in  m echanical departm ents we 
believe i t  should be fu rther extended to 
apply to  all corporations employing 
labor in  the  d ifferent s ta tc s in  the  union.

Mr. Perkins of K en t opposed th e  reso­
lutions and  moved th a t th e  convention 
recommend th a t th e  national conven­
tion strike  o u t the  sub-treasury plank.

Jo h n  Roost of O ttaw a supported the
original committee's report, as did Mr. 
W lllahan a nd  Mr. Burrows of Kent.

A fter a  lengthy discussion in  which 
Messrs. W lllahan, W achs, Roost, Bur- 
foot, W etmore, E v erh a rt a nd  o the r pai- 
tic ipa tcd , the  report of tho commute 
w as adopted 

Under tho order of nom ination Mr. 
W achs presented th e  nam e of X . B. 
H ayes of Ionia w ho w as supported by- 
Mr. W lllahan.

T he name of Geo. F . Richardson was 
presented by Mr. Burfoot of K en t and 
was received with g rea t applause.

U. E. B lackm an of Allegan presented 
the  name of Joseph II. Wetmore. 
f t  Mr. W achs s ta te d  th a t  M r. Richard­
son would n o t accept, and a  general 
desire to  hear from Mr.- Richardson 
being expressed, a  committee was ap­
pointed to  bring him  before th e  con­
vention.

Upon being introduced Mr. R ichard­
son said, he was forced to  decline the 
nomination because of h is position upon 
certain  p lanks in  the  p latform  w as at 
variance with tho  convention. T h a t he 
did no t favor tho  2 per cent, loan idea, 
believing It to  be Inconsistent with the 
opposition w hich th e  People's party 
m akes to  national bank  loans a t  1 per 
cent. He did no t believe in  government 
ow nership of railroads: ho though t they 
could be controlled w ithout being owned 
by the  governm ent. He favored the 
eight-hour p lank, bu t could not say tha t 
i t  should bo p u t in  effect a t  tho  present 
time.

Mr. Perk ins of K ent deplored the po 
sltlon taken  by M r. Richardson, bu t db 
not believe it was proper for theconven 
tion to  destroy any  more of tho p la t­
form, and h is views were endorsed by 
several others.

“P ro f."  C any  g o t the  floor and tall; 
until called down and  then  Mr. WHlih 
presented tho  name o f Geo. H. L aF leur 
of Allegan and  w as supported by Mr. 
W achs. "P ro f."  P a rty 's  nam e w as also 
presented by Jacob  T azelaar and re­
ceived with g rea t applause.

E x-Ropresentatlvc 11. E. B lackm an of 
Allegan presented tho nam e of Edward 
H utchins and th e  o rder of nominations 
w as declared closed, Mr. H utch ins s ta l­
ing th a t he was not a candidate. He 
w anted to see some man nominated who 
could go homo.and succeed.

A motion to  proceed to  an Informal 
ballot was adopted. Also a motion to 
vote by counties. Tho question us to 
Mr. Hayes accepting was raised and Mr. 
W achs withdrew  the  nom ination. Mr. 
H utchins then addressed tho convention 
urging the  nomination of Mr. Ulchard-

■ sou. Mr. W achs said they did no t want
■ any man who proposed to  d ic ta te  the 

platform.
An informal ballot was then  taken 

w ith tho following resu lt; H utchins. 
43; LaF lour, 12; W etmore, 8; Richard­
son, 4; Burrows, 3; B.C. Palm er, 
T otal. 71.

D. C. W ac|ts moved th a t Mr. H utchii 
nomination be made unanimous. M 
Hutchins arose and said th a t he could 
no t accept. Ho had no t thought the 
gentlemen wore seriously considering 

'  h is name or ho would have spoken 
sooner. He m ust decline for personal 
reasons. The motion was carried, how- 
ever, with a hurrah, and then Mr 
H utchins was called on again. 11. 
said:

"W hile I  cannot see how a  man could 
decline such a nomination, yet I cannot 
see how 1 can accept the  nomination I ; - 
cause 1 am under obligations to  carry 
on a business th a t Is so pressing I  am 
unable to  make th e  race. Do not think 
th a t It Is because I  am not in  accord 
w ith you, bu t personal reasons m ake the 
campaign more than  I  feel like under­
tak ing , as 1 am not unused to  politics.

L ondon, Oct! 5.—Considerable Inter­
e st Is being taken  in the  echoes of tho 
Inquest on Saturday  la s t on  tho  body of 
Lydia M iller o r  M anton, to  use her stage 
name, the  chorus girl of tho  Gaiety 
th e a te r  who recen tly  committed suicide 
by drink ing  half a  p in t of carbolic acid. 
A t th e  Inquest on Satu rday  Lord Charles 
M ontague, b ro ther of tho D uke of Mau- 
chester, testified to  having been on  very 
Intim ate term s w ith tho deceased, and 
to  have been la te  In keeping an  appoint­
m ent to  lunch  with h e r on tho day of 
her death. T his failure to  keep th e  a p ­
pointm ent prom ptly Is said to  have 
g reatly  annoyed tho  chorus girl. Since 
tho inquest mysterious allusions have 
been.made In th e  newspapers to  a cer­
ta in  high personage, understood to  h« 
Prince A lbert Victor, tho  e ldest son of 
the  prince of W ales, who Is also said to 

' tlm nto relations w ith the 
girl. A ttem pts have been made by tho 
coroner to  hush tho real fac ts  In coll­

ection with th e  death  of the 
a lety  girl, whoso p o r tra it has boon dis­

Attempt lo Blow Up the Episcopal Palace i 
Trieste.

AMERICAN CARS FOR ENGLAND.

A Complete Train for tho Southeastern Road 
Shipped Today.

New  York, Oct. 5.—In the  m a tte r  of 
railroad c ars England Is becoming so 
much Americanized th a t It Is sending 
over hero to  have them built of Ameri­
can wood, stool and iron and by Ameri­
can  labor. The steam ship Tow er Hill 
th is m orning carried a  complete train  
of six drawing-room cars fo r tho  South­
eastern railway. T hey  a re  altogether 
American, except in size. T hey a re  not 
much wider th a n  an elevated railroad 
ca r and are  55 feet long. C arson Amer­
ican roads are  61 fee t o r more long and 
14 feet 6 Inches high. Those fo r tho 
English road are  12 fee t high. The In­
terio r work is of antique oak, with 
French nphotsterlng and silk curta ins. 
Tho tra in  Includes a buffet car. The 
novel fea ture  is tho Baker hot-wator 
heater. Railroad cars in  England now 
arc  seldom Jicated. A t Intervals',porters 
bring tin  boxes full of h e a t for passen­
gers to  p u t the ir fee t on. T ho trucks 
are  American style, bu t tho buffers arc 
English. The train  will bo lighted by 
an electric storage battery.

T he Southeastern company intends to 
run tho  cars exclusively for tho Paris 
and seacoast travel. Tho train  will be 
considerably heavier than  any yet run 
In England, and the  English englneef 
may find it  hard work to  carry  It along 
on time. Many English cars are  built 
of solid steel. Tho cars packed for 
shipping are  in  pieces and arc  boxed up. 
I t  took tw o canal bouts to  carry  the 
boxes from Troy. An employe of the  
Gilbert company will go with tho curs to 
England to  superintend putting them

UNCLE SAM'S NAVY.

An Unnsnnl Gathering of War Ships at the
Brooklyn Jfavy Yard.

N f.w York, Oct. 5.—T here  are  more 
shlps-in tho  navy yard a t  p resent than 
have been scon there  for m any months. 
T hoyarc  mostly under orders fo r repairs, 
and th e  presence of so m any of them 
has given rise to  all sorts of rumors. I t  
is p re tty  well se ttled th a t tho  w hite 
cruiser Petrel will go to  tho China s ta ­
tion and  tho Y orktown to tho South P a ­
cific.
