Of all his works, however; rione have had such
a wide sale as ** Comstock’s Natural Philoso-
phy,” which has become a staidard school

We presume it is a fact that the sale of this
book in the United States has reached nearly
a million of copies. It has also met yith mark-
ed success in Europe, Its publishers in this
country, Messrs. Pratt, Woodford & Co., have
derived a handsome revenue from the sale of
the work, which is still active. Dr.Comstock,
we believe, received 10 7 cent. of the proceeds,
and in this manner had noney enough to plnce
him in comfortable circumstances. Ilis reve-
nue from this book alone, in one year, amount-
«d to $3,000.

Dr. Comstock was a man of decided opinions,
and accustomed atall times to feel confidence
in his own positions. Ho enjoyed the respect
and esteem of the community in which he liv-
